Secret Witness Program
Amador Secret Witness is a three pronged effort of community, law enforcement, and media working together in the fight against crime. Amador Secret Witness relies on the anonymous tips of community members. When a citizen or visitor to the community becomes aware of criminal activity, the individual can make an anonymous phone call to a 24 hour, 7 day a week Hotline and provide the anonymous information. The caller does not have to reveal his or her identity; just give information on the crime. The caller will then be given a code number. 
The information is then sent to the law enforcement agency responsible for acting on the tip. If the information leads to the arrest and arraignment of a criminal, a place will be set for the caller to pick up the cash reward money. Rewards vary depending on the value of the information.
