A Message from Security


Please be aware that nighttime security is available for convenience and peace of mind. If there is an actual life threatening event or you witness someone breaking the law, please call 911 or the local Sherriff on their non-emergency line at (209)223-6500. Please be sure to call security afterwards to report the incident. The police and Sherriff are better equipped to handle these situations and are able to take a subject into custody or issue the proper citation.


Security is on duty to address complaints, patrol the park, and enforce park rules. Please use your best judgment with whom to contact for each situation.
Protect Yourself from Mosquitos
-Avoid places and times when mosquitoes bite. Generally, peak biting periods occur just before and after sunset and just before dawn.

-Apply insect repellent containing 25-35% DEET when you're outdoors.

-Assure door and window, patio and porch screens are tight-fitting and in good repair.

-Wear long-sleeved tops, long pants, socks and shoes and clothing made of tightly woven materials to keep mosquitoes away from skin. Light colored clothing is best.

-Eliminate stagnant water in pools, bird baths, ponds, flower pots/trays/saucers, water fountains and water features and get rid of tires, buckets or other receptacles that could serve to contain water where mosquitoes might breed.

-Be sure to check clogged gutters and flat roofs that may have poor drainage.

-Make sure cisterns, cesspools, septic tanks, rain barrels and trash containers are covered tightly with a lid or with 16-mesh screen.

-Level the ground around residence so water can run off and not collect in low spots. Fill in holes or depressions near the building that accumulate water.

-Fill in tree rot holes and hollow stumps that hold water.

-Keep weeds and grass cut short; adult mosquitoes look for these shady places to rest during the hot daylight hours.
