A Message from Terri Bailey, Park Administrator

Dealing with complaints is one of the more challenging elements of my position.  No one, including myself likes to be nagged or coerced.  So, I will do my best not to nag but to gently remind you there are rules to be followed and as such if you do not follow the rules you may be getting a visit from me

 This is a small community and what you do on your property affects all residents as well as everyone’s property values.

The majority of complaints I receive fall into one of three categories; animal complaints, parking complaints, and complaints about weeds and or garbage.  So, I would like to take this opportunity to remind everyone what the rules are:

Rules Regulating Pets:
· you need to register your dogs and cats at the Association office

· you as the property owner are responsible for your pets and pets belonging to your guest

· Pets shall not cause a disturbance or nuisance

· Pets shall be kept on a lease (including cats) while not inside fenced areas

· Pet owners are responsible for cleaning up after their pets including their yards and common areas

· No more than 2 pets are allowed per household 

· The maximum dog size is 24 inches at shoulder height

Rules Regulating Parking:

· All vehicles owned by owners/tenants shall be registered with the Oaks Community Association

· Only motor vehicles defined by the California Vehicle Code shall be parked in designated parking area

· Inoperative or not currently registered vehicles shall not be parked anywhere visible in the community 
· Major repairs on vehicles are not permitted – only minor repairs and maintenance

· Resident parking is limited to enclosed garages or carports

· Trailer, Campers, Boats, etc. shall not be parked on a lot if visible from the street of a neighbor’s property

· Parking on the street is prohibited

· Guest Parking is for Guest only and should be used no longer than 72 hours

Rules regulating Lawn Maintenance

· Lots must be maintained in a neat, clean, attractive and sanitary condition

· All areas visible from the street, other than driveways must be landscaped and all landscaping must be healthy and neatly maintained

· No items such as tools, equipment, furniture (other than patio furniture), appliances, garbage cans, etc., shall be stored in a fashion that can bot be seen from the street or neighboring lots.*
